Study Session
August 27, 2008

On August 27, 2008, the Board of Health of the Champaign-Urbana Public
Health District held a Study Session at 201 W. Kenyon, Champaign, IL.
Ms. Carol Elliott called the meeting to order at 9:34 AM. Upon roll call, the
following board members were found to be present: Ms. Carol Elliott, Chair, and
Mr. Pius Weibel, Secretary. Ms. Linda Abernathy was absent.

Public Participation — None.

Ms. Andrea Wallace has FY '08 line item transfers ready and will present
them at the next monthly meeting for the Board to approve and place on record.
This item will be added to the next Monthly Meeting agenda.

Ms. Wallace reported that CUPHD has an additional list of old property
items that she is no longer able to depreciate and needs approval for disposal of
the items. This item will be placed on the next Monthly Meeting agenda.

Ms. Linda Abernathy was in attendance at 9:36 AM.

Mr. Lyn Niemann is waiting on additional estimates for replacement doors
on the loading dock. Single doors were originally installed and need to be
expanded to double doors for delivery purposes. This item will be placed on the
next Monthly Meeting agenda.

Ms. Patricia Robinson addressed the Board regarding a Permanent
Residency Card for Epidemiologist, Awais Vaid. The Board previously approved
the H1-B Visa. This is a 3-step process costing approximately $4,985. This item
will be placed on the next Monthly Meeting agenda.

Sewer repairs have been completed and Ms. Julie Pryde sent a letter to
the EPA confirming the completion.

There was no action needed at this time by the Board regarding Cook
County Case# 00CH9800 — Mary Lewis v. Lead Industry Association.

There was no new information regarding HVAC maintenance options.
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Attorney, Fred Grosser, has reviewed the contract for Dr. Jokela’s
services through the University of lllinois, College of Medicine, and has made
several minor revisions including for the Chair, Carol Elliott, to sign the contract.
The University of lllinois is currently reviewing the contract and changes.

The contract between CUPHD and the University of lllinois, College of
Veterinary Medicine for Geographic Information System services is currently
being reviewed by the University of lllinois attorneys. The contract is expected to
be completed the week of September 1, 2008.

There was no new information regarding local food sanitation ordinances.

There was no new information regarding the Home Health Licensing Act.
CUPHD will not be exempt and will transfer the current clients to other available
resources.

Ms. Dolores Albarracin with the University of Illinois made a presentation
on behalf of the U of | inquiring about a possible collaboration between UIUC and
CUPHD to develop a health research institute. Ms. Albarracin is a psychologist
who previously completed a health research study between the University of
Florida and a Gainesville Health Department. The research will be grant-funded
for community-based research studying behavioral intervention related to public
health. This item will be placed on the next Monthly Meeting agenda.
