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The Champaign-Urbana Public Health
District (CUPHD) is the local public health
authority for Champaign County. CUPHD, in
conjunction with Carle Foundation Hospital,
OSF HealthCare Heart of Mary Medical
Center (formerly Presence Covenant Medical
Center), and United Way of Champaign
County used the Mobilizing for Action through
Planning and Partnership (MAPP) model,

a community-based model that requires
community engagement at all levels in order
to conduct the Champaign Community Health
Assessment (CHA) and Community Health

Improvement Plan (CHIP).

Since 2013, the Health District and
Hospitals have moved from independently
conducting the Community Health
Assessment (CHA) and Community
Health Improvement Plan (CHIP) to a
true collaborative model. Carle Hospital,
OSF HealthCare Heart of Mary Medical
Center, the local chapter of United Way,
and the Health District formed an Executive
Committee to conduct the CHA and CHIP to
