Ms. Sarah Michaels addressed the Board regarding delinquent health permit
fees for CUPHD and Champaign County. There are currently 43 food establishments
in Champaign-Urbana that have not submitted applications or fees and 14 in the
county. Ms. Michaels is holding an administrative meeting for those establishments
on May 27, 2021 at 10:00 AM. Most of the outstanding food establishments are a
category 2 with a $300 permit fee plus any applicable city fees. The District has
previously waived fees due to the COVID pandemic. The Board agrees that permits
need to be on file in order for continued operation. The District will move forward
after the administrative meeting with either closing or suspending permits until a
payment is made or a payment plan has been established.
