“Breast and cervical cancer are serious concerns for women”, said Cathy Propst, Program 
Coordinator of the IBCCP for CUPHD.  “Statistics show that as a woman ages, her 
chance of developing breast cancer increases.  Mammograms, pap tests, breast, and 
pelvic exams promote early detection and increase the chance for successful treatment 
and overall survival rates for women diagnosed with breast or cervical cancer.” 
 
Cervical cancer used to be the leading cause of cancer death for women in the United 
States.  However the deaths from cervical cancer have decreased due largely to women 
having access to regular pap tests and pelvic exams.  Regular pap tests are a crucial tool 
in identifying cervical cancer or pre-cancerous conditions.  Early detection of pre-
cancerous conditions significantly increases the chance of a successful treatment.   Early 
detection is the BEST protection.  Last year over 11,000 women in the United States 
were diagnosed with cervical cancer, and over 3,500 died from the disease. 
 
Not counting some kinds of skin cancer, breast cancer is the most common kind of cancer 
in women in the United States.  Last year over 40,000 women died from breast cancer, 
and 1 in 8 women will be diagnosed with breast cancer sometime in their lives.
